HISTORIC VILLAGE OF MARSHALLTON CIVIC ASSOCIATION

CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS
Date Proposed:  April 10, 2008

Date Adopted: May 08, 2008

ARTICLE I.  NAME

Section 1:  The name of this organization shall be the Marshallton Civic Association operating as The Historic Village of Marshallton Civic Association, a non-profit organization organized and existing under the laws of the State of Delaware.

Section 2:  Marshallton Civic Association, operating as The Historic Village of Marshallton Civic Association, is incorporated under the State of Delaware Corporation laws.  The President of this organization shall be the Registered Agent.

Section 3:  Marshallton Civic Association, operating as The Historic Village of Marshallton Civic Association, represents the communities of Marshallton, Marshallton Heights, Marshallton Heights Addition, Marshallton Green, Capitol Trail Farms, Washington Heights, Kiamensi Manor, and Duncan Road Townhouses.

ARTICLE II.  PURPOSE

The objectives of this organization shall be:

Section 1:  To provide a medium through which the members of the community can improve and promote the general welfare of the community through joint action arrived at by free and open discussion.

Section 2:  To achieve a high quality of life for those residing in The Historic Village of Marshallton through joint effort.

Section 3:  To foster effective measures to improve common services as needs arise.

ARTICLE III.  FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year of the Association shall be 01 January to 31 December.

ARTICLE IV.  MEMBERSHIP

Section 1:  Any resident of The Historic Village of Marshallton shall be eligible for membership in the Association.

Section 2:  There shall be no membership restrictions based on age, sex, national origin, or ethnic background.

Section 3:  Active members shall be those adults over 18 years of age who have, by payment of their annual dues, accepted the By-Laws of this Association.

Section 4:  All members of the Marshallton Civic Association shall abide in Marshallton, Marshallton Heights, Marshallton heights Addition, Marshallton Green, Capitol Trail Farms, Washington Heights, Kiamensi Manor, and Duncan Road Townhouses.

Section 5:  Only those members whose dues are paid for the preceding fiscal year shall be eligible to vote.

ARTICLE V.  DUES

Section 1:  The annual Association dues shall be $15.00 per household, $10.00 per senior household, and $25.00 per business membership.

ARTICLE VI.  NOMINATION AND ELECTION OF OFFICERS OF THE


ASSOCIATION

Section 1:  Nominations for Officers of the Association shall be made at the November and January meetings.  A member need not be present to be nominated.

Section 2:  The Officers of the Association shall be elected by a majority of members voting in person at the January meeting.  A member must be present to be elected.

ARTICLE VII.  OFFICERS

Section 1:  The Officers of the Association shall be a President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer.  These Officers constitute the Executive Committee.

Section 2:  The President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer shall serve a term of one (1) year commencing at the January election.

Section 3:  In case of a vacancy in any office, except for the President, the office shall be filled by an appointment by the Executive Committee.  In the event the President cannot fulfill his/her entire term of office, the Vice-President shall assume his/her responsibilities for the remainder of the term.

ARTICLE VIII.  DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS

Section 1.  The President shall be the chief executive officer and the official spokesperson of the Association, and shall have general supervision of the affairs of the Association.  The President, or his/her designee, shall preside at all meetings of the Association and the Executive Committee.  They shall have the power to appoint committees to investigate any matters of common interest to the members or the Board of Directors, and be ex-officio a member of all such committees.  Shall see that orders and resolutions of the Board of Directors are carried out.

Section 2.  The Vice-President shall fill the office of President at any time that the President may be absent or unable to fulfill the duties of his/her office, and shall perform other such duties as may be directed by the Board of Directors.

Section 3.  The Secretary shall keep an accurate written record and a synopsis of the minutes of all meetings.  The Secretary shall issue all notices of meetings and any other such notices.  He/She shall prepare and keep on record a file of all the Association’s members and their addresses.  The Secretary shall record and keep a record of all votes.

Section 4.  The Treasurer shall keep full and accurate records of receipts and disbursements in book belonging to the Association.  A full report on the Association’s financial status will be required at each meeting.  The Treasurer shall deposit all monies to the credit of the Association in a suitable banking institution and shall disburse funds as approved by the Association.  The Treasurer, or an approved Officer of the Association, shall sign all checks and vouchers.  The Treasurer shall also receive and keep current records of all dues collected.

ARTICLE IX.  BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1.  The Board of Directors shall consist of Officers of the Association, plus 3 regular members of the Association, elected at the annual meeting for one-year terms.

Section 2.  The property, affairs, business and concerns of the Association shall be vested in the Board of Directors.  Vacancies shall be filled temporarily until the next association meeting by a majority vote of the Board of Directors present and voting.

ARTICLE X.  MEETINGS

Section 1.  Regular meetings of the Board of Directors shall be held as needed.  All business to be considered at a special Board meeting shall be stated in the call.  At least seven days notice of the time and place of all Board meetings shall be given.  The majority of the Board of Directors shall constitute a quorum at any meeting of the Board of Directors.

Section 2.  The Monthly meetings of the Association shall be for the purpose of receiving reports from the Officers and standing committees; for the receiving of reports from ad hoc committees; for establishing programs and budgets in furtherance of the objectives of the Association; and for any other business that may arise.  Dates of Monthly meetings shall be posted on the Website and listed on the monthly minutes.  A simple majority of voting members present shall be considered sufficient to transact business at the regular meetings.

Section 3.  The annual meeting for the election of officers shall be held in January of each year.

ARTICLE XI.  COMMITTEES

Section 1.  The Board of Directors shall appoint an Auditor at the November meeting.  The Auditor shall examine the books of the Association to be provided by the Treasurer and shall submit a written statement for the January meeting of the Association.

Section 2.  The President shall have the power to appoint committees to investigate any matters of common interest to members of the Association.

ARTICLE XII.  PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY

The rules contained in Robert’s Rules of Order Revised shall govern this organization in all cases to which they are applicable except when they are inconsistent with these by-laws.

ARTICLE XIII.   AMENDMENTS
Section 1.  These by-laws may be amended at any regular meeting of the Association.  Notice of change shall be made available to the members at least one week in advance of the meeting.

Section 2.  Unless otherwise provided prior to its adoption or in the motion to adopt, an amendment shall become effective upon adjournment of the meeting at which it was adopted.
